THE FUNERAL.

The entire city of Memphis paused

' Friday morning; October 1st, to pay

its last respects to a beloved and much
lamented Memphian—Rabbi Max Sam-
field. For ten minutes during the fu-
neral servieces at the Poplar Avenue
Temple practically every business house
in the city was closed, and promptly
at 10 o’cloeck the Memphis Street Car
Company shut oif its power and every
street car in Memphis came to a stand-
still for a minute and no traffic was
allowed within several blocks of the
Poplar Avenue Temple, from where the
funeral occurred.

One of the largest congregations seen
in Memphis in many a day attended the
beautiful services at the temple.

The pulpit in the temple was draped
in deep mourning and Dr. Samfield’s
life-size likeness-was hung in front of
the altar. '

The edifice was ecrowded to overflow-
ing and hundreds who could not gain
admission stood far into the street. It
was the largest -attended funeral that
has undoubtedly ever been witnessed in
Memphais. :

It was one of the most impressive
funerals in years. There were no flow-
ers, rather singular for a funeral, but
peculiarly illustrative of the life and
the wish of Dr. Samfield. He believed
in flowers for the .living, not for the

| dead, and this thought was so strong

Dr. Bogen also
called to mind when he was in Mem-
phis at the silver jubilee of Dr. Sam-
field’s ministry, and upon several other
joyous oceasions in whiech he was glad
to always take an active part. Dr.
Bogen, in concluding his remarks, said
that he was too overcome with grief
to further eulogize upon one whom in
life was more than a brother to him.
Rabbi Bogen compared Dr. Samfield to
Moses of old, who had led his people
through the wilderness for forty years.

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frame building, formerly used as a

dwelling. Soon after taking charge of
the eongregation, he instituted several
moderate reform changes, which caused
much dissension, but finally was
adopted. Determined to master the En-
olish language, he became an earnest
student, making the language his study,
until finally after a few months’ hard
and tedious study, he made
maiden English lecture, which was pro-
nounced by all to be, with a few ex-
ceptions, perfect. Being encouraged by
this, his first attempt, he continued to
deliver his lecture quite frequently in
that language, while today he can de-
liver such an English lecture, making
him second to none of the ministers in
the Jewish -ministry. Joining with
others, he labored hard and energet:-
cally to induee our co-religionists to.
build a synagogue, which was soon built
and does eredit to the congregation, the
building being one of the finest of its
kind 1n the state.

After the building was completed, he
instituted the reform service, Minhag
America. He also revived and taught
the school, having had several confirma-
tions, which was pronounced by one and
all, both Israelites and Christians. who
were present, that in no city could the
affair be more solemn, impressive. and
grand, mnor could any school produce
better ecandidates for confirmation than
were those whom our minister con-
firmed; the last confirmation being un-
rivaled.

Today the membership of this congre-
gation consists of some 55 members, its
mode of service, Reform; its watchword,
Progress and Unity; the congregation
free from debt, and a choir which does
credit to the service. To whom is ali
this eredit due? Why, to no one but
Rev. M. Samfield.

He delivered his farewell sermon on
the 30th ultimo in the synagogue to a
fair attendance. There was hardly a
man, ‘woman or child within the hear-
ing of his voice who was not sorely
affected and felt, as he acknowledged,
‘‘“he must confess that in leaving his
congregation to assume control of an-

other, he {felt assured that Dbetter
friends. earnest and sincere as friends
could be, eould not be found.'’ With
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tecars 1 . lC Dade falceiywcell O
the children who day after day had been -
the recipients of his moral and relig-
ious instruetions, feeling assured that
their eduecation, while he was their
teacher, had not been neglected. We
congratulate our co-religionists of Mem-
phis on securing the services of such an
accomplished gentleman as the Rev. M <

He leaves four sons, Joseph M.,
Samuel, Marcus and Lawrence Samfield,
and three daughters, Misses Helene,
Rosalind and Lelia B. Samfield. and a
foster daughter, Mrs. Jesse Schloss of
St. Louis.

In July, 1871, he was elected rabbi of
the Congregation Children of Israel of
Memphis, Tenn.

HIS INSTALLATICN.

In August, 1971, Dr. Samfield was
installed as rabbi of the Congregation
‘‘ Children of Isreal,”’ the ceremony oc-
curring at the old synagogue, then at
Main and Exchange streets.

CARLYLE PRIZED FIRST LOVE

Margaret Gordon Was fhe Original of
Blumine in “Sartor Resartus,”
Says the Critic.

During the year 1818 Thomas Car-
Iyle, the Scotch philosopher, was liv-
ing at Kirkcaldy, and he seems then
for the first time to have fallen in
love. The lady appears not to have
returned the attachment, although she
with great insight at the age of twen-
ty-two perceived the genius of her
suitor of twenty-five.

In the letter in which she took leave
of her admirer she used'these signifi-
cant expressions. “Cultivate the mild-

“er dispositions of your lieart, subdue

the more extravagant visions of the

brain. Genius will render you
great. May virtue render you be-
loved! ‘Let your light shine before

men’ and think them nm unw orthy
this trouble.” :

Many years after, when Carlyle
wrote his reminiscences, he described
the episode. He says that Margaret
Gordon “continued for perhaps some
three years a figure hanging more or
‘less in my - fancy, on the usual roman-
tic and latterly quite elegiac and si-
lent terms.” |

The real interest of the story is this,
Was Margaret Gordon the sole orig-
inal of the Blumine or ‘“Sartor Resar-
tus?” One critic would have us an-
swer that although Jane Welsh might
have inspired some of the details, it
was Margaret Gordon who was the
true original.

Research as Science Sees It.
Research in pure science may in
lurn be divided into two categories:
First, the discovery of original ideas
and new phenomena; and, secondly,
the systematic elaboration of ideas al-
ready suggested. Investigation of the
latter type demands, to be sure a
high quality of intellect and thorough-
ly competent training, or it may be-
come worse than useless; but, given
these things, its success is mainly
dependent on efficient organization
and adequate financial support. On
the other hand, researchof the former
type (namely, that leading to the dis-
covery of new 1deas) demands not
only intellect and training, but also in-
itiative or genius; it can come only
from an individual, and from an in-

dividual possessing intuition and in-

sight far beyond those of the aver-
age man. Because of the extraordinary
importance of new ideas, especial em-
phasis must, therefore, be laid upon
finding and supporting brilliant indi-
viduals.—From the Report of a Com-
mittee of the American Association
for the Advancement of Science.

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cere affection.
and sorrows; your children shall be my
children. Let us be a band of brothers,
who, without contention, strive to se-
cure peace, as the greatest blessing herc
on earth, and eternal salvation as their
reward in the world beyond.”’

When Dr. Samfield came to Memphis
forty-four years ago, the Jews of the
city were divided, and his congregation
was rather small. But he went to work
with indefatigable zeal, welded together
the different elements, and finally sue
ceeded in having erected the preseni
beautiful temple on Poplar street, and
saome seven or eight years ago began
advocating the erection of another
house of worship, and he was to de-
liver .the dedication sermon at the beau-
tiful synagogue now in course of con-
struction at Poplar avenue and Mont-
gomery street. Not only has Dr. Sam-
field won the love of his congregants,
but he has gained the honor and esteem
of our citizens of all creeds by his lib:
erality and personal magnetism.

Through the indefatigable and ear-
nest labors of Dr. Samfield the congre-
gation progressed rapidly.

If the progress of the congregation
was not marvelous, but of gradual
growth and development, the members
thereof, many of whom are no longer
with us, lent a helping hand to their
rabbi.

In 1886 the Congregation ‘‘Children
of Israel’’ passed the following reso
lutions at the silver jubilee of Rabbi
Samfield’s ministry, which read as fol-
lows: -'

‘“ Whereas, The board of trustees of
the ‘Congregation Children of Israel’
desire to commemorate the twenty-fifth
anniversary of the installation of its
rabbi, the Reverend Dr. M. Samfield, it
1s therefore

‘‘ Resolved, That we fully appreciate
his work, he having by his eloquence
and zeal not only greatly benefited this
congregation, but made his name re-
spected <ar beyond the limits of his
immediate field of activity. It is fur
ther '

‘“ Resolved, That we hereby tender
liimi our hearty congratulations upon
this happy event and our sincere thanks
for his untiring exertions in behalf of
our holy religion, and we pray that God
may prolong his life in health and vigor
so that he may be able to continue to
work In our midst many years yet, for
the benefit of Israel and of humanity.
Be 1t also

“‘ Resolved, That this congregation
celebrate the occasion by holding ju-
bilee services in their temple on Sun-
day, Nov. 22, 1896, to which the publie
at large is welecome. We shall further
commemorate this joyous event by hold-
ing. a reception at the Y. M. H. A. Hall
in honor of our beloved rabbi. It 1s
now lastly

‘‘Resolved, That these resolutions be
spread upon our minute book and that
a copy of them shall be engrossed and
presented to Dr. Samfield.’’

On Sunday afternoon and night,
March 26. 1908, the ‘“Congregation Chil-
dren of Israel’’ commemorated its fif-
tieth golden jubilee.

On Sunday, May 8, 1910, Rabbi Sam-
field was elected for life by the ‘¢Con-
gregation B’nai Israel’’ at a special
meeting of the congregation. A resolu-
tron was passed by the board of trus-
tees that Dr. Samfield be elected for
Iife at his present salary, and with the
privilege of the use of the parsonage,

and that in the event of his death an.

annuity of ,$1.500 be paid to his widow
during her lifetime.

At the sixtieth regular annual meet-
ing of the econgregation, held on Sun-
day afternoon. January 3. 1915, Rabbi
Samfield was elected Rabbi Emeritus of
the congregation. to take effect on QOec-
tober 1, 1915. He was to receive his
full salary and have the use of the
parsonage, and after his death his wifc
18 to receive an annuity of $1,500.

About two years ago Dr. and Mrs.

Samfield celebrated their fortieth wed-
ding anniversary, at which event the

entire community participated.

Some time ago the ‘‘Coneregation
Children of Israel’’ arranged a pro-
gramme which was to have been ecar-
ried out Friday uvon the oceasion of
Dr. Samfield’s retirement from activa
service. The beautiful day was the day

of his funeral.

Dvring his fortv-four vears’ ministrvy
in Memphis Rabbi Samfield had deliv-
ered many addresses and sermons of
much interest and of deep imnort be-
fore his congregation. in addition to
addresses he had delivered before al-
most every organization in the city.

- During all his life in Memphis Dr.
Samfield” had been closely 'associated
with his Masonic brethren, and was al-
ways ready when called upon, and the
calis were made very often, to help
with the work of the degrees or to
make addresses on subjects of Masonic
mterest.
